ABOUT ELDER ABUSE 
 

In Louisiana, the Elder Abuse statutes 
protect adults aged 60 or older from acts or 
omissions which result in physical or 
emotional abuse and neglect, inflicted by 
caregivers and from self-neglect by an 
individual.  Louisiana law also protects 
seniors from acts of financial exploitation and 
extortion. 
 
The law also defines Exploitation of the 
Infirmed as: 
 The intentional expenditure, diminution, 

or use by any person, including a 
caregiver, of the property or assets of the 
infirmed, a disabled adult, or an aged 
person, … without the express voluntary 
consent of the resident or the consent of 
a legally authorized representative of an 
incompetent resident, or by means of 
fraudulent conduct, practices, or 
representations; and, 

 The use of an infirmed person's, or aged 
person's, or disabled adult's power of 
attorney or guardianship for one's own 
profit or advantage by means of 
fraudulent conduct, practices, or 
representations. 

You Are A Mandatory Reporter! 
Louisiana law requires ANY PERSON 
“having cause to believe that an 
adult's physical or mental health or 
welfare has been or may be further 
adversely affected by abuse, neglect, 
or exploitation” to report in accordance 
with R.S. 15:1505.”
